Andy Warhol:  6 Aug 1928 - 22 Feb 1987 

He was an American artist, film director 

and producer who was a leading figure in 

the visual art movement known as pop art 

who used repeated patterns in his work.

Pop art - a style of art based on modern 

popular culture and media, very different 

to traditional art styles 

contrast - to compare and emphasise 

differences 

critique - a detailed analysis and 

assessment of something 

pattern - a repeated decorative design 

background - the part of a picture, 

scene, or design that forms a setting for 

the main figures or objects 

printing-the process of transferring 

images from one surface to another. 

Repeating- when you can see the same 

image more than once.
