1. Background

1.1 BirkenheadHighSchoolAcademyis a non-denominationalall-through schoolfor girls
aged3 to 19 yearsold and specialisesn the teachingof musicand mathematics. The
Academyadmits an all-ability intake and 10%of girls at Year7 are selectedon their
aptitude for music. It servesthe localand wider community,and welcomesapplications
from parents both within and outside the Wirral area. The Academybuilds on high
aspirationsjnclusionandexcellence.

1.2 The Academyis sponsoredby the D A NXayaS@hool Trust (GDST)and funded in
partnershipwith government.

1.3 Thisdocumentsetsout the admissionarrangementgor the Academyin accordance
with AnnexBto the FundingAgreementbetweenthe GDSTAcademyTrustandthe Local
Authority. Anychangedo the arrangementssetout in this documentmustbe approved
in advanceby the GDSTRAcademyTrust,Wirral LocalAuthority, WASH.Obligationsn this
documentareto be treated asif imposedby the FundingAgreement.Thisannexmay be
amendedin writing at anytime by agreementbetweenthe GDSTAcademyTrustandthe
LocalAuthority.

Year7 Admissionarrangementgor Nurseryand SixthFormare manageddirectly by the
Academy.

2 ADMISSIOMRRANGEMENRPPROVEBYTHESECRETARFSTATE

2.1 The agreed admission numbers for tAeademy for the academic year 202819, and
for subsequent years (subject to any change approved by the Secretary of State), are as
follows:

2.2 Birkenhead High School Academy may set higher admission numbers as its Published
Admission Numbers for any specific year. Before setting an admission number higher that its
agreed admission numbers, the Academy will consult with primary and secondagisaho

the Wirral. Girls will not be admitted above the Published Admission Number except for good
reason. Any such admission shall be reported to the Secretary of State.

2.3In the case of twins applying for entry into Birkenhead High School Academy, should one
be allocated a place the other will automatically be offered a place.

3.3The agreed admissions number is 26-finle equivalent (FTE) places.

Oversubscriptiorprocedure

3.4 Where Birkenhead High School Academy is oversubscribed in Nursery the Academy will
allocate places using tHellowing criteria which are listed in priority order:

a) Girlswho arein publiccare(LookedAfter Children)or were previouslyin publiccare,
as defined in the SchoolAdmissionsCode 2014 on the date at which the relevant
applicationsfor admissionare made, and who a local authority has confirmed will
continueto be looked after by it (in accordancewith section22 of the ChildrenAct
1989)at the time they are admitted to the Academy.

b) Girlswhowill haveasister,includingstep,half,adoptedor fosteredlivingpermanently
at the same address,who will continue to be enrolled at BirkenheadHigh School
Academyat the time of the admission.

c) Girls whose parent/s are currently Teaching, Administrative, Support Staff at
BirkenheadHighSchoolAcademyand havebeenemployedfor overtwo years.

3.5Where in category b) there are more applicants than there are places available, places will
be allocated on a random basis. Any remaining places will be allocated on a random basis to
girls applying from across the Wirral and beyond.

4 Arrangementfor admissionto Reception

Process of application

4.1 Applications for places at Birkenhead High School Academy in Reception will be made in
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Services.

4.2 The agreed admissions number for Reception is 56.
